This Privacy Policy. This Privacy Policy describes the Milton Minor Hockey Association’s (MMHA) current policies and practices with regard to personal data collected by the MMHA through this Web site. Personal Data Collected Through the MMHA website. Use of Personal Data Collected Through the MMHA.

The MMHA uses the information you provide to respond to your e-mail, answer your question or resolve your problem. The MMHA uses this information to help us improve the content and functionality of our Web sites, to better understand our customers, and to improve our web site and services. 

Anonymous Data Collected Through miltonwinterhawks.com.

In addition to the information you provide when you use our Web site, the MMHA may currently or in the future use technology to collect anonymous information about the use of our Web site.
